 CITY COUNCIL MEETING 
 
 MINUTES 
  
 November 23, 2010 
 

The regular meeting of the City of Clearwater, Sedgwick County, Kansas, City Council was 
held on Tuesday, November 23, 2010, at 6:30 p.m., in the Clearwater City Council Chamber, City 
Hall, 129 E. Ross Avenue, Clearwater, Kansas. 
 

The following members were present:  Mike Justice, Mayor; Mike York, Jim Whitney, Sandi 
Keeler, and Jim Frischenmeyer, Council Members.  Council Member Lyle Berntsen was absent.  
The following staff members were present: Kent Brown, City Administrator; Cheryl Wright, City 
Clerk; Janet Amerine, City Attorney; Gene Garcia, Police Chief; Ernie Misak, Public Works 
Director. Others present at the meeting were Mary Schauf, Clearwater Fire Department; Paul 
Rhodes, Times Sentinel Newspaper; Randy Vogel, USD #264 staff; Jan Tabirg, Citizen; Sariah Ast, 
Clearwater High School Government Student. 

 
Mayor Justice called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Justice gave the invocation, which 

was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  The Clerk called the roll to confirm the presence of a 
quorum. 
 
1. Approval of the Minutes of the Regular Meeting of November 9, 2010 

  
MOTION:  Council Member Keeler made a motion to approve the minutes of the 

meeting.  The motion was seconded by Council Member Whitney and 
passed unanimously. 

 
2. Mayor’s Recommendations 
 
  There were no appointments or recommendations. 

 
3.  Public Forum 

 
No one addressed the Council. 
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4. Department Head Reports  
   
  Police Chief Garcia stated that the Police Department recently finished qualifications. 

 Garcia stated that the new trailer-parking ordinance will be enforced starting December 1, 
2010.  The Police Department plans to contact recent violators of the parking ordinance to 
inform them of the new rules. 

 
  Public Works Director Misak distributed a department report of the daily activity of 

the Public Works Department for July-October 2010.  Misak reviewed items that the Public 
Works Department have been working on recently such as moving the Senior Residences 
mail boxes, small crack street repair, street sweeping, and replacement of a water meter for 
the CIC science building. 

 
5. Resolution Setting Fees for the Use of the City Brush Dump 

 
 City Administrator Brown stated that the Council agreed on fees for the use of the 
city brush dump at the last Council meeting.  The Resolution sets those fees.  City Clerk 
Wright assigned Resolution number 3-2010.  Wright dispersed samples of the pass cards and 
payment authorization agreements for the Council to review.  Public Works Director Misak 
expressed his concern that more residents will blow their leaves into the streets instead of 
hauling them to the brush dump now that the City plans to charge for the brush dump.  
Council Member Whitney stated that there needs to be some notification to citizens that 
leaves shouldn’t be pushed or blown into the street.   
 
MOTION: Council Member York made a motion to adopt resolution number 3-2010 

setting fees for the use of the city brush dump.  The motion was seconded by 
Council Member Frischenmeyer and it passed unanimously. 

 
6. Waste Connection Service Agreement Addendum for Recycle Bank Service Beginning 

January 1, 2011 
 
 City Administrator Brown reviewed the Waste Connections service agreement 
addendum for Recycle Bank service beginning January 1, 2011.  A free 6-month trial period 
will begin in January, 2011 for all residential trash service customers.  The first recycle cart 
pickups will begin the week of January10th, then will occur every other week.  If the City 
decides to continue with the RecycleBank service in July, then trash customers will be 
charged an additional $3.75 per month on their utility bills.   
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MOTION: Council Member Frischenmeyer made a motion to authorize the mayor to 
sign the addendum to the Waste Connections service agreement for the 
RecycleBank service beginning January 1, 2011.  The motion was seconded 
by Council Member Keeler and it passed unanimously. 

 
7. Request to Construct Disc Golf Course on City and School District Properties 
     

    Randy Vogel, USD #264 staff member, stated he was addressing Council to propose 
a joint venture between the school district and the City to construct a disc golf course at the 
Sports Complex.  Vogel stated that the proposed area for the disc golf course is currently 
unused.  This proposal would clean up the area and would add additional recreational use to 
the sports complex and school.  The total cost of the project including installation is $12,242. 
The school district’s physical education grant would pay $7,242 of the project.  The school 
would agree to do the general upkeep of the course, cleanup the Chisholm Trail Monument 
area, build two walking bridges, and would provide assistance in mowing & trimming.  
Vogel stated they would ask the City to pay $5,000 toward the project, grade out the 
drainage ditch that runs by the proposed course, general mowing & trimming upkeep, clean 
up the walking path that is currently there, and add some trees to the area.  Vogel went on to 
review what equipment would be located on the school and city property.  City 
Administrator Brown stated he needs to contact the Kansas Department of Wildlife and 
Parks before the City can approve moving forward with the concept.  The sports complex 
property was purchased with a grant from Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks.  The 
City reports annually any changes to the property that were not on the original plan of 
development.  Brown stated he needs to contact the State of Kansas before Council can give 
final approval for the disc golf course.  Council Member Whitney stated he would like the 
empty space to be used.  Public Works Director Misak stated that he was concerned the dirt 
work involved in cleaning the drainage way is going to be too expensive.  Mayor Justice 
suggested contacting Jason Martin, a dirt contractor, to see what it might cost to grade out 
the drainage canal to try and reroute some of the water that flows through the proposed 
course.  After a brief discussion, Council agreed that they would support the concept of the 
disc golf course, but needed to get approval from the State on whether they could use the 
proposed area for disc golf and also needed some pricing for what it might cost to improve 
the drainage canal. 
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8. Request from the Recreation Commission for a Joint Meeting on December 14 
 

City Clerk Wright stated she spoke with Recreation Director Zook and she stated that 
a portion of the Recreation Commissioners would not be available on December 14.  Wright 
stated that staff will wait to hear from the Recreation Commission on when a good date 
would be for them to meet with Council. 
  

 9. Request to Close Off Streets for Christmas in Clearwater  
 
  City Administrator Brown reviewed a request to close off streets for Christmas in 

Clearwater on December 4th.  The Ministerial Alliance has taken over the function, which 
was previously organized by the Clearwater Area Chamber of Commerce.  They are 
requesting barricades at Prospect & Ross, Gorin & Ross and Lee & Ross.  They plan on a 
live nativity, a chili supper, the Christmas tree lighting, and hayrack rides.  Council gave 
consensus on the street closure. 
 

10. Set Dates for Public Informational Meetings Regarding Recycle Program and Dump 
Fee 

 
  City Administrator Brown stated that staff would like to hold some public 

information meetings regarding the recycle program and the new brush dump fees.  Brown 
stated that some suggested dates would be Wednesday, December 8 at 7:00 p.m., Thursday, 
December 16 at 7:00 p.m., and Tuesday, December 14 at 10:00 a.m.  Mayor Justice 
suggested holding a meeting Saturday, December 11 at 10:00 a.m.  Council agreed to hold 
the four informational meetings on the recommended dates. 

 
11. Engineers Estimates for Sewer in the Business Park 
 
  City Administrator Brown reviewed the engineer’s estimate for sewer in the business 

park.  Brown stated that the city engineer submitted three cost estimates.  Option one extends 
the sewer line to one lot with a cost of $15,500.  Option two takes the sewer along the 
original proposed sewer line route and extends to 5 lots with a cost estimate of $44,000.  
Option three extends the sewer line to the 3 lots behind the post office and the property at 
750 N. Fourth with a cost estimate of $37,000.  Council Member Whitney stated that a 
selling point can be low specials and a development can get into trouble by having its 
specials too high.  After a brief discussion, Council gave consensus to go with engineer’s 
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option two.   
 12.  Staff Reports 
 
  City Administrator Brown stated that the employee holiday party for council, staff 

and volunteers will be on Monday, December 13 at 7:00 p.m. at the High School commons 
area. 

 
13. Executive Session - Personnel 
   

MOTION: At 7:50, Council Member Keeler made a motion to enter into executive 
session for personnel for 20 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Council 
Member Frischenmeyer and passed unanimously. 

 
 At 8:10, Council returned to regular session with no action taken. 

 
14. Executive Session - Legal  
 

MOTION: At 8:10, Council Member York made a motion to enter into executive session 
for legal for 20 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Council Member 
Whitney and passed unanimously. 

 
  At 8:30, Council returned to regular session with no action taken. 
 
15. Council Reports 
 
  Council Member Whitney stated that Park between Byers and Grant needs to be 

maintained.  There are two large potholes. 
 
  Council Member Whitney stated there are some vacant lots in Chisholm Ridge that 

need to be mowed. 
 
16. Adjournment 

 
MOTION: Being no further discussion to come before the Council, Council Member 

Keeler moved for adjournment.  The motion was seconded by Council 
Member Whitney and passed unanimously.
